Preparing Your Items for the FWMOM Tag Sale

The sale starts promptly at 7:00 am and ends at 2:00 pm. All items NOT marked with a star will become half price starting at 12:30 pm. 

The better your items look on the hanger, the more money you will get for them at the sale.  You don’t necessarily have to starch shirts, but neat looking clothing sells faster and at better prices. All clothing should be freshly laundered and clean smelling.  Remove all stains that you can before pricing your items.   Oxiclean works well for spit- up stains.  Unacceptable items will be put to the side and not sold.

Items to sell:

We will be accepting any types of items for the sale. Baby items sell best and adult clothes do not sell well at all. You are welcome to bring any items you want to sell. At 3:00, we will donate all remaining NON-STAR items to charity.  If there are any items you do NOT want donated to charity, be sure to remove them between 2:00 – 2:30. Sales committee will not be responsible for these items.

Tags:

Please use the price tag template on the FWMOM website.  Feel free to use any color paper to print your tags as long as it is not too dark.  All sellers will be assigned a number, which you will print neatly on your tags.  (If you want to keep the same number from last season, just let me know.) Please use safety pins to secure your tags to your items.   When a safety pin will not work, please use scotch tape (not packing tape) and make sure we can rip off of your tag at check out without ruining the tag.  If tags fall off we will not sell the items.  Tag all items securely as we will not be able to sell untagged items!  This policy prevents tag switching and the infamous “there’s no tag, what’s your best price” situation.  Make a small star in the lower right corner of the tag if you DO NOT want the item to go to 50% off in the last 1.5 hours of the sale.  You may add a brief description of your item to the tag.  This certainly helps everyone working the sale.  FWMOM will not maintain an inventory list.  If you are bundling items, please do not use more than 1 hanger and only use 1 tag for all items.
Pricing:

Two things to consider when pricing your items are condition and brand.  Gap, Gymboree, Children’s Place, Polo Ralph Lauren, etc will bring a little more money than Target and Wal- Mart.  Of course the condition is very important as well, with new or “great” used condition bringing the best prices.  Start with one-third of the purchase price (if you can remember) for average items and go from there.  If it’s a name brand item, consider one-half the purchase price, depending on the condition.  

If your item will be going ½ price at the end of the sale, please price it so it is easy to take ½ off, ex. 30 cents instead of 25 cents.   Make a small star in the lower right corner of the tag if you DO NOT want the item to go to 50% off in the last 1.5 hours of the sale. Also put a star in the lower right corner of the tag if you DO NOT want your item to be donated to charity after the sale.
Furniture/Gear:

Furniture, baby furniture, and baby gear sells really well if it’s clean and in good condition. Clean it up and put a price on it! 
Clothes:

Please place items on hangers (making a question mark) and place the price tag on the right side of the item.  So for a shirt, the tag will be on the right shoulder, and for bottoms, the tag will be on the right side of the waistband.  Aim for a seam so the holes won’t show.  On delicate fabrics only, you may pin the price tag to a clothing tag so you don’t damage the item.  We can have several “grab boxes” of non-hanger worthy onesies, T- shirts, shorts, etc but tag them in the same manner and only a few please.  If it looks bad, don’t submit it to the sale.  All items on racks should be $2.00 and up. So you may want to group a few onesies together to get the price up to $2.00.



Sizing:

Please mark all items with a clear size category such as preemie, NB, 3 mo, and up.  No 3-6 months, 6-12 months, etc.  0-3 month should be 0 month, 3-6 month is 3 month, etc. We will be sorting items by size on the racks and we will need to know in what category you want your items placed.  If your clothing is sized by small, med, large, please try to equate this to a numerical size.
Coordinating Outfits:  

You may pin items together for matching or coordinating outfits. However, only use 1 hanger and 1 price tag. Please mark on tag how many pieces are included (ex. 3 pcs.). Coordinating/Matching outfits would be shorts and a matching shirt.  If you have matching outfits for a boy and girl, please do not attach these together. Please price them separately but hang them together on the rack. Do not zip tie hangers together.
Shoes:

Shoes do not sell well unless they are in like-new condition, so be really selective or consider donating shoes.  If you have shoes to sell, please zip tie the shoes together and safety pin the tag to the zip tie.  Or simply put them in a ziplock bag and tape the bag closed. Be sure to tape the tag well on the OUTSIDE of the bag with scotch tape. Don’t bother with the box; they’ll just get separated.  
Small Items:

If an item will fit in a clear plastic zip top bag, put it in one.  Use clear packing tape to seal the bag shut. Then use scotch tape to affix the tag.  This will prevent small items from “walking away.”  Be sure that your sales number, size or price isn’t covered by the tape since each tag will be removed at checkout.
Toys:

Clean toys in good working condition with all the parts sell great!  For multi-part items, please clearly mark how many pieces are included.  Loose parts should be bagged and clearly marked.  Batteries are not required, but it will help your item sell, so consider replacing them as needed.  Consider grouping similar items in a large zip top bag and selling as a group.  People love a deal.  Try to make sure none of the toys to be sold are affected by recent recalls. If you still have the instruction manual, try to include it.
Car Seats:

No seats older than 5 years old will be accepted, and no car seats that have been in car accidents.  Call the Department of Transportation if you are unsure about your seat at      1-800-424-9393.  Car seats that have been in an accident should not be sold, even if they appear to have no defects.  Again, any items deemed unsuitable by the committee will not be sold.
